Copying from Template File

PCASE contains a file named “template.mdb”.  It will be located in the C:\EMSApplications\PCASE\Servers\DecisionModules folder.  If you are having trouble locating the file, you may also do a find for the file by clicking Start in your operating system.  Next, click Find and click Files or Folders.  Just type in “template.mdb” and you should be able to find the file.  After you have found the file and have gone to its directory, right click on the file and click “copy”.  Right click again but not on the file and click “paste”.  Right click again and click “rename”.  Rename the file to “DetermineVehicle.mdb”.  

Opening In Access

Click the file named “DetermineVehicle.mdb”.  After you have done this, Microsoft Access should open up.  A box will appear saying “DetermineVehicle: Database”.  Now you are ready to open the questions table.

Opening Questions Table and Adding Questions

Notice on the left of the box, that tables should be selected under objects.  Make sure tables is chosen and now click “Project”.  A form should appear and type in “Determine Vehicles” as the name of the project.  Exit out of “Project” and click “Questions”.  Another form will appear.

· Under QUniqueID, type “Q1”.

· Under Question, type, “Do you want to add a vehicle?” and press enter.

· Click the “+” button next to “Q1” and a table will drop down and have as headings: “Option”, “Next Question ID”, and “Final decision”.

· Under option, type, “Yes” and press tab and then type under Next Question ID, “Q2”.  Move your mouse to under “Yes” and type “No”.  For Next Question ID for the answer “No”, type –1 (negative one).  Negative one symbolizes that this is a final decision and there will be no more questions following that answer.

· Again, under QUniqueID, type “Q2”.

· Under question, type, “What type of vehicle is it?” and press enter.

· Click the “+” button next to “Q2” and a table will drop down and have as headings: “Option”, “Next Question ID”, and “Final decision”.

· Under option, type “Military” and press tab and then type under Next Question ID, “Q3”.  Move your mouse to under “Military” and type “Non-military”.  For Next Question ID for the answer “Non-military”, type –1(negative one).  Remember that negative one symbolizes that this is a final decision and there will be no more questions following that answer.

· Again, under QUniqueID, type “Q3”.

· Under question, type, “Is it an aircraft or ground vehicle?” and press enter.

· Click the “+” button next to “Q3” and a table will drop down and have as headings: “Option”, “Next Question ID”, and “Final decision”.

· Under option, type “Aircraft” and press tab and then type under Next Question ID, type –1.  Under final decision, type “Example”.    Move your mouse to under “Aircraft” and type “Ground”.  For Next Question ID for the answer “Ground”, type –1.  Under final decision, type “Example”.

After adding your questions, go to file and click “save”.  You can now exit Microsoft 

Access.
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Reviewing Module in PCASE

Open your PCASE software and click on the “Help / Utilities” button.   Extend the “Utilities” menu by pressing the “+” button, if the menu is not already extended.  Click the button labeled “Decision Tree”.  A form will appear and click “Load Modules” located in the bottom of the form.  Click on “Determine Vehicles” and then click “Ok”.  Your module should begin with “Do you want to add a vehicle?”
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
